SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen for followup. The patient has issues with traumatic brain injury resulting right-sided weakness, ambulatory dysfunction, dementia, and also history of DVT. Today, when I saw the patient, he is lying on the bed. He denies any headache, dizziness, nausea, or vomiting. No fever. No chills. No cough. No congestion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake. He is alert, disoriented, and forgetful.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 109/70, pulse 88, temperature 97.8, respiration 18, and pulse ox 96%.

HEENT: Head – no swelling. No hematoma. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Chronic dermatitis and lower extremity. Right leg has significantly improved. Dermatitis left leg has improved to both legs. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: He is awake, forgetful, and disoriented. He does have memory deficit.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Traumatic brain injury with ambulatory dysfunction and right-sided weakness.

2. Seizure disorder.

3. Ambulatory dysfunction.

4. Chronic dermatitis lower extremity.

5. Dysarthria due to previous traumatic brain injury.

6. GERD.

7. History of DVT.

PLAN: I have reviewed all his medications. I have reviewed the labs Dilantin level 13.5, potassium 4.4, sodium 137, BUN 15, and creatinine 0.5. The patient is medically stable. We will continue all his current medication. Discussed with the nursing staff. No new issues reported today.
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
