CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after COVID infection, cough, and fatigue.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had COVID 10 days ago and he stayed in the hospital for four days and he was given remdesivir antibiotic and the patient is resting at home. He has less cough, but it is still worse and during lying down and the patient since yesterday started taking Mucinex DM 600 mg and that is helping him.
The patient also feels fatigued, but he started feeling stronger now and also eating better and his fatigue is less and the patient probably will start working in next few days.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, sore throat, cough, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 2.5 mg once a day along with low-salt diet if the blood pressure is more than 140/90.
The patient has a history of chronic rhinitis and he is on Azelastine 0.15% nasal solution use one spray each nostril once a day.
The patient has a history of iron deficiency and he is on ferrous sulfate 325 mg one tablet a day.
The patient has a history of irritable bowel syndrome and he is on dicyclomine 10 mg twice a day as needed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has two adult sons. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals no significant muscle tenderness.
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
