The patient presents for refills. He states that his fasting blood sugar on the home checks is usually less than 150. He states he took his last glipizide yesterday.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes with hyperglycemia.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
Random blood sugar today was 211, states one and half hours after eating.
IMPRESSION: Followup diabetes type II with hyperglycemia.
PLAN: The patient’s glipizide was refilled, continue present dose. The patient wants to return in one month for repeat labs and refill other medications. Advised to return before he runs out of his medications, so lab work will be correct. Continue medication for blood pressure and lipids.
