The patient presents with history of left chest pain since yesterday with paraesthesias sensation now in the left upper extremity. She states that she had near syncope spell at home with dizziness and confusion yesterday lasting all day. She states that she had a temperature of 100.8 yesterday. She has history of having chest pain. Recently, seen in Kingwood Emergency Room for two days with leaving AMA with according to husband had multiple papers, but was not given any discharge plans or recommended followup.

PLAN: Because of presence of symptoms and chest pain with history, the patient advised to go to local emergency room as soon as possible for further evaluation and treatment. Vital signs at this time are stable without evidence of syncope or respiratory distress without active chest pain.
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
