The patient is seen for refill with no problems. She states she is not taking any blood pressure medications still because of blood pressure less than 130/90 at home, estimated 120-125/75-80. Not sure if she is taking atorvastatin.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Bowel obstruction, with increased blood pressure without diagnosis with hypertension, hyperlipidemia, depression, and anxiety disorder.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Blood pressure in the office 154/77. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Hyperlipidemia, depression, anxiety disorder, S/P bowel obstruction with adhesions.
PLAN: The patient is to have repeat labs with lipid panel and CMP, followup next office visit, to be seen in three months with medication refill including Bentyl 20 mg, citalopram 20 mg, BuSpar 5 mg and atorvastatin 20 mg.
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
