HISTORY: This is a 4-year-old child here for followup.

The patient was diagnosed with kidney infection approximately two or three days ago and has been receiving injections, today is her last. Mother states that she is doing much better. She states that the child is eating and drinking well, interactive and playful well.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, interactive.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99%.

Blood pressure 90/61.
Pulse 120.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 97.8.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No visible peristalsis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

ASSESSMENT: Kidney infection.
PLAN: The patient received an injection of Rocephin 250 mg. She was observed in the clinic for approximately 20 minutes, then reevaluated. Mother reports no side effects from the medication. She stated that the child was given a lollipop, which she tolerated well.

The patient’s mother was advised to come back to the clinic if worse. Today would be a final shot. There is no need for immediate followup.
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
