HISTORY: This is a 42-year-old gentleman here with right ear pain.

The patient stated this has been going on for approximately two weeks. He states that he does a lot of travel and was seen at the clinic in Utah. He stated that he was given antibiotics mainly amoxicillin, which he took 875 mg twice daily and he states that he is not getting better. He states that he is having pain like on the outside of his ear. He came in today because he noticed discharge from his ear. He states that discharge was foul-smelling.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies dizziness. Denies headache.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 96% at room air.

Blood pressure is 113/77.

Pulse is 88.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.6.

HEENT: Normal. Right Ear: Scant discharge, it is purulent. External ear canal is erythematous and edematous. Tragal tug is positive. No mastoid tenderness.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute otitis externa right.
2. Acute ear pain right.
PLAN: The patient was educated on prevention and what to do after swimming or taking baths if he has water in his ear. He was sent home with the following medications.
1. Aspirin 81 mg one p.o. daily.

2. Ciprodex Otic 0.3%/0.1% drops, he will take three drops b.i.d. for seven days.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
