CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right leg pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that her leg pain especially the calf is swollen for past 8 to 10 days and it started after she did extra standing work and the patient took over-the-counter pain medication with minimal relief and the patient denied any throbbing. The patient has similar complaint last month and she had venous Doppler test, which was unremarkable.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or tremors and right calf is tender. There is no discoloration and left leg is unremarkable.
I had a long discussion with the patient and she is going to have stat venous Doppler study.
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
