History: Ms. Hummel was seen today. Ms. Hummel has cirrhosis of liver and has history of grand mal seizures. She has some kind of kidney disorder in that the potassium runs real low. She is seizure-free. She is on seizure medicine for many years. She states she is not drinking anymore. She used to be taking six potassium’s a day; most recently, a month ago, her potassium was slightly high. In view of that, we reduced her potasisum to five a day. So, we rechecked the potassium and it turned out to be 4.3, at which time, the patient is still taking five tablets of potassium a day. The seizures are controlled. All her other parameters are within normal limits. In view of that, I am going to continue potassium five tablets a day. She is advised still to stay off alcohol. She does smoke maybe cigars. As overall she is doing good, we are going to see her in the office in January, at which time, labs will be done again.
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
