History: Ms. Melancon is a 71-year-old white female who was seen today. She had called our office on 12/01/23, that she had sudden onset of severe diarrhea where she went three to four times and then she states her husband was going out of town and she sat down and she bent forward to give him a kiss as she usually does and when she bent forward and tried to come back standing upright the next thing the patient did was, had a sudden syncopal episode and fell on the concrete driveway and her husband was able to support her. So, the patient was seen by EMT at home first who did blood pressure check, started her on some IVs and took her to the emergency room at St. Joseph in College Station. The patient was seen by ER physician and had a lot of workup done including CAT scan of the head, including echocardiogram of the heart and possibly carotid ultrasound. All the tests were within normal limits. Reviewing her records, it seems the patient has history of aortic stenosis. She has seen Dr. Colato not long ago and he told her that she was good for a year unless she had a syncopal spell. So, Ms. Melancon has the syncopal spell, probably dehydration secondary to her diarrhea, but besides what the IV was started by the EMT, she does not remember getting any fluids. I do not have the results, but we will try to get the results from St. Joseph College Station, assess her and advise her to see Dr. Colato again; maybe, she does need the aortic stenosis surgery. I have discussed this with the family at length. She currently denies any chest pain or shortness of breath or nausea or vomiting or diarrhea or abdominal pain.
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
