History: Jonathan was seen today. He states he is doing well. He states the problem he is noticing is he can plan everything, but when it comes to writing his progress, the patient is having hard time putting it down on paper and he does not know whether this is dyslexia or some other problem. He does have adult ADD and I have told him that he will need to get neuropsychological testing complete for this diagnosis of ADD, the difficulty he is having and may need to see a neuropsychologist. I told him that I am not a specialist in this field, I was trying to help him with his ADD, however, you can try to improve his ADD medicine that he feels the effect wears off at 3 p.m. to 10 mg a day and see how he responds. I am going to give him another 7-10 days to try this dose and we are going to see how he responds and then proceed further. The patient understands plan of treatment. I told him to make an appointment with Dr. Zachariah in our office who can evaluate him and see if he needs to get a neuropsychologic testing done to evaluate for any other learning disabilities. The patient understands plan of treatment. So, as of now, I have increased his plain Adderall to 10 mg at 3 p.m. and I have not given him any new prescription today. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
