History: Ms. Moore was involved in an auto accident on 11/21/23. I told her then that I am not an auto accident specialist and I do not treat auto accidents, but since she was there I will see her, but I do not prescribe pain pills and that she has to see Dr. McKernan. She already has chronic pain that makes things even more difficult. So, the patient understands that. She states she saw Dr. McKernan, showed him pictures of the auto accident, showed him how her car looked after the accident and that he gave her shots in different places. She wants to go back to work because she had gotten a note from me about not going to work for five days. So, she wants to get back started this Wednesday. So, I am giving her a note to restart job this coming Wednesday. She also wanted some alcohol prep pads before taking her insulin as a prescription, which was done. Overall, she states she is feeling better. She states sometimes if she lifts her right hand above her head, her right upper chest hurts and then when she puts it down, there is no pain. If she lifts her left arm above her chest, then the left chest hurts and then it goes away when she puts it down. So, this seems like a musculoskeletal pain and does not look like anything coming from her heart. So, currently we will let Dr. McKernan follow her for her pain following auto accident. I will see her in the office in a month and proceed accordingly.
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
