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ENDOSCOPY REPORT

INDICATIONS FOR PROCEDURE: Positive Cologuard.

ANESTHESIA: Sedation was given with MAC anesthesia, given by the anesthesiologist, Dr. Chandra.

The patient was monitored during the procedure with blood pressure, pulse oximetry, and electrocardiogram done periodically.

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Colonoscopy with hot snare polypectomy.

INSTRUMENT: Olympus video colonoscope.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After informed consent was signed and obtained from the patient, the patient was placed in the left lateral decubitus position. After adequate sedation was achieved, the scope was placed into the rectum, rectosigmoid, descending colon, splenic flexure, transverse colon, hepatic flexure, and to the base of cecum. The patient had suboptimal prep. I saw a large semi-pedunculated broad-based polyp noted about 2 cm in diameter noted at 80 cm from the anus, which was removed with hot snare polypectomy successfully in piecemeal. The polypectomy site was then tattooed with 1 cc of black ink few folds above and few folds below it and a metal clip was placed as prophylactic for future hemostasis. The patient has couple of right-sided broad-based about 2.5-3 cm polyps noted in the ascending colon and also there was a large polyp noted in the cecum near the ileocecal valve.

There were a few other polyps noted of different sizes in the different parts of the colon, but because of the nature of prep, the patient will be sent to Interventional Gastroenterology with possible EMR of the large polyps and, at that time, those polyps which were noted on colonoscopy now could be removed and at that time the patient is going to go for EMR because it seems like the majority of those polyps will be successfully removed with colonoscopy with endoscopic mucosal resection and, for that, we will send the patient to Dr. Varadarajulu at Orlando Health. Coming down, because of suboptimal prep, we could not have a good visualization of the colon. The patient could have some other polyps that could not be seen by me during this colonoscopy. Scope was brought to the rectum. Retroflexion at the rectum showed internal hemorrhoids. No bleeding was seen. The scope was straightened. Air was suctioned. I did not see external hemorrhoids. The scope was removed. The procedure was terminated and the patient tolerated the procedure well with no complications.

FINDINGS:
1. Colonoscopy to the cecum.

2. Suboptimal prep.

3. Numerous polyps were noted, one was a large polyp about 2-2.5 cm size polyp semi-pedunculated, which was removed from 80 cm from the anus with hot snare polypectomy. The polypectomy site was tattooed with black ink few folds proximal and few folds distal to it and I put also a metallic clip there for hemostasis.

4. There were numerous polyps noted in the colon, some of the large ones about 2.5-3 cm in diameter with wide base. They were noted at the ascending colon and also near the cecum and also rest of the colon. The patient is going to be referred to Interventional Gastroenterology, Dr. Varadarajulu for colonoscopy with EMR for removal of those polyps.

5. Internal hemorrhoids.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Await for the polyp pathology.
2. I am going to send the patient to Dr. Varadarajulu at Orlando Health for interventional colonoscopy and endoscopic mucosal resection of those numerous broad-based polyps noted on this colonoscopy and, because of suboptimal prep, there is a possibility the patient has some more of the polyps. I already sent information to Dr. Varadarajulu. The patient will report back to Hiawassee office for referral.

The patient tolerated the procedure well with no complications.
