HISTORY: This is a 68-year-old gentleman. He has past medical history of HIV disease, hepatitis C, recurrent strep, reactive RPR in the past (he was treated), and he is here for sore throat. The patient said this is been going on for approximately two weeks. He is not responding over the counter medication. He said he came in because he is having increased pain in his throat, increase pain with swallowing, body aches, and chills

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports runny nose.

Reports cough and cough is productive for yellowish brown sputum.

He reports congested nares with green discharge.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 145/87.

Pulse is 66.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.8.

HEENT: Normal. Throat: Erythematous and edematous tonsils, pharynx, and uvula. No exudate. Uvula is midline and mobile.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute pharyngitis.
2. Acute bronchitis.
3. Acute rhinitis.
4. Acute pharyngitis.
5. HIV disease.
PLAN: The patient was offered strep flu RSV and COVID test he declined all. He states only need his antibiotic and that usually getting better. The patient had a lengthy discussion considering his immune status. The importance of doing these studies so we can address any abnormality promptly. He said he understand but does not think he needs an x-ray. He does not need x-ray and does need to be checked for strep, COVID, RSV, or anything said he just wants some antibiotic.

The patient was sent home with the following medications: Zithromax 250 mg two p.o. now one p.o. daily until gone #6, Singulair 10 mg one p.o. daily for 30 days #30, and Tessalon 100 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days. He was advised to increase fluid come back if he is worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
