HISTORY: This is a 50-year-old gentleman here for followup.

The patient has status post hip fracture and was on restrictions since injury sometime in November. The patient said he is feeling much better and is ready to go back to work. He described pain at the moment as 1/10.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 152/97.

Pulse is 67.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.9.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

RESPIRATORY: No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.

EXTREMITIES: No edema. No erythema. No deformity. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait. Fracture site is without edema or erythema. There is no significant tenderness to palpation. He is neurovascularly intact

He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Status post tib-fib fracture is resolved.
2. Today, we will do a drug screen for the patient as the job is requesting a drug screen prior to return to job and return to work for physical exam.
PLAN: The patient to be cleared to return to work without restrictions. 

The patient also requested something for pain just in case he experience any discomfort. He was given Naprosyn 500 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 14 day #28.
