HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 11-year-old male patient here today complaining of a rash on his right hand; in reality, it is more of an insect bite. It appears as though it is a fire ant bite. However, the patient states he has not been playing outside, he does not know where it came from.

No other issues verbalized today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 121/70. Pulse 79. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.4. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 104 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits. Ears are within normal limits as well.

NECK: Soft.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
EXTREMITIES: Examination of that right hand, on the palmar surface at the proximal thumb, he has got two small bumps that appear as though may contain some fluid, very, very small in size. The patient verbalizes that in times past when he has had things like this that indeed it does express minimal fluid out of there. There is no surrounding erythema.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Insect bite. The patient will be given Bactroban ointment 2% to be applied daily, keep it covered with a Band-Aid. He is going to do that for a couple of days and mother is going to try to express fluid out of it. At that point, I have also recommended the use of warm compress for an hour each day. They are going to monitor symptoms, return to clinic or call me if needed.
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
