SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 25-year-old white gentleman who is presenting to see me for opinion on his vaccine injury.

The patient has had history of COVID-19 resulting in long COVID after which he received three shots of the COVID-19 gene editing therapy. Two shots in 2021 and the last booster was in July 2022 since then he started having problem with skin rashes, fatigue, brain fog, and diarrhea. He had been to multiple doctors that was diagnosed with reactivation of EBV in March 2022 and chronic mycoplasma infection as well. He has seen function of medicine doctors and holistic doctors in the past. He is getting cocktail of supplements and herbal medicines.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes elbow surgery in 2014 and two osteotomy hip surgeries.

ALLERGIES: PERCOCET, PREDNISONE, VANCOMYCIN, and MORPHINE.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single. No kids. No smoking. No alcohol. No drugs use. He is currently unemployed. He used to work in sales for a solar company.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father with arrhythmia. Mother is healthy. Grandmother with dementia and pacemaker placement. Grandfather with liver cancer. Grandmother with breast cancer.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Includes the following headaches are improved but still occur. He has constant brain fog. No nausea. No vomiting. He has good appetite. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. No abdominal pain. He does have diarrhea on and off. No urine symptoms. No leg swelling. Skin, he does have rash. He has been seen by dermatology in the past.
