This is a 64-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with history of heart failure and she also has comorbidities of hyperlipidemia, hypertension, depression, history of rheumatoid arthritis, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, history of multiple embolism, peripheral vascular disease severe causing left above-the-knee amputation, severe contractures of the hands, lower extremity edema. The patient is on oxygen on regular basis, but she refuses to use it for most of the time because she chooses to smoke. The patient is cared for by her daughter Marshall who is her primary caretaker. Since last evaluation, the patient is having more swelling in the right side lower extremity, more shortness of breath, decreased exercise tolerance, the patient is chair bound and requires help with ADL and also with toileting. The patient currently has an exacerbation of COPD and requires albuterol inhaler and Levaquin for treatment. The patient has had multiple hospitalizations because of exacerbation of COPD in the past as well. The patient continues to decline and on hospice care at this time.
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
