History: Mr. Jones has had:

1. Hypertension.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Coronary artery disease and stent placement. Dr. Colato is his cardiologist. He had stents put in, in 2003.

4. He has some problem with anxiety and depression for which he sees Dr. Mahesh Dave.

Medications: His medications include:

1. Omeprazole DR 40 mg a day.

2. Ezetimibe 10 mg a day.

3. Atorvastatin 40 mg a day.

4. Vascepa 1 g two capsules twice a day.

5. Aspirin 325 mg a day.

6. Sildenafil 100 mg p.r.n.
7. Xanax 1 mg a day.

8. Metoprolol succinate ER 50 mg a day.

9. Fenofibrate 145 mg a day.
The patient had a PET scan of his heart done and following which he had seen me and his labs were abnormal in that on 10/24/23, showed BUN of 22 and creatinine of 1.40, which is high reducing the GFR to 50-52 per minute and I had explained to the patient during his visit that his creatinine was high that he needs to start drinking more fluids and recheck the creatinine. The creatinine was rechecked on 12/01/2023, and it was still 1.40, but BUN is down by two points, so BUN is 20 and creatinine is still 1.40. It is probably the dye during PET scan may have caused this problem. The patient is still advised to drink plenty of fluids. I am checking a renal ultrasound to look for the size of the kidneys and I will see him in the office in a month. A request for kidney ultrasound is given for the patient to schedule. The patient is asymptomatic with no nausea. No hiccups. No vomiting. No fever, but does have abnormal kidney function and, if he has another dye test, he has to be really, really careful. He understands plan of treatment.
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
