INFORMANT: Mother, Naomi Sandoval Gonzalez
IDENTIFYING INFORMATION: This is a 14-year 8-month old single female who presented to my office with her mother who is Naomi Sandoval Gonzalez for a disability evaluation to evaluate allegations of attention deficit hyperactive disorder/autistic disorder/anxiety/acute stress, asthma, and left foot issues. The father presently works as a truck driver and works eight hours per day, five days out of the week, and four weeks out of the month. He was recently released from prison. He was in prison for a year and a half. At the present time, the family lives in a house and there are three other siblings. The mother does not work, but she cares for the children. The claimant is presently not receiving disability benefits.
ALLEGATIONS:

1. ATTENTION DEFICIT HYPERACTIVE DISORDER / AUTISTIC DISORDER / ANXIETY / ACUTE STRESS.
2. ASTHMA.

3. LEFT FOOT ISSUES.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ALLEGATIONS:

1. ATTENTION DEFICIT HYPERACTIVE DISORDER / AUTISTIC DISORDER / ANXIETY / ACUTE STRESS: The claimant is presently in the 8th grade in a general education setting with special ed support where they give her extra time for her tests.
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She has learning difficulties and has very low grade and is not passing most of her classes except for math which she does very well. She did fail the 2nd grade and is considered to be at a 3rd grade level. Her mood was euthymic. The claimant does make many friends, but the friends get frustrated with her because she is somewhat slow. She suffers from anxiety and sadness along with crying spells occasionally, but is not being treated for depression. Her mother denies any violent acts, homicidal acts, or any kind of suicidal thoughts or attempts. She does suffer from panic attacks, occasional insomnia, increased appetite, decreased concentration and sometimes decreased motivation. The claimant occasionally gets angry and frustrated. She does take a bath every day and her grooming is good. She does brush her teeth every morning. The claimant likes to play basketball and can be very active. She enjoys intermingling with friends. The mother states that the claimant feels a lot of stress because she is very forgetful and has nervousness about going to school especially because she feels she is falling behind in all her classes. She was diagnosed with attention deficit hyperactive disorder, autistic disorder, and anxiety, all in 2017. The claimant also states that she feels rejected secondary to her psoriasis. She does speak Spanish and English fluently at this time. Her mental status is poor, but her general appearance indicated she was very well kempt and appeared to be wearing casual attire. She was cooperative and had good eye contact with me and was alert. The claimant is oriented x 4, to place, time, situation, and person. Her attention and concentration appears to be slightly decreased, but her mannerisms and movements are normal. Her speech was normal with good clarity, speech tone, and she articulates well. Her memory appears also to be intact as well as her thought processes. She had no associated symptoms. Her thought content had no abnormalities. She denies any hallucinations or seeing shadows or voices. The mother denies any suicidal thoughts or attempts at this time and also denies any pertinent history except for problems with school. There is nobody in the family who abuses drugs. She is presently on escitalopram 5 mg q.d. and was prescribed another medication, but the mother does not know what the name of the new medication is. She was diagnosed as noted earlier with attention deficit hyperactive disorder, autistic disorder, anxiety, and acute stress secondary to forgetfulness and nervousness about falling behind in school. Her condition appears to be stable and is being treated at this time. The claimant does have very good support at the school as well as family support at this time.

2. ASTHMA: The mother states that since she was a year old, she has had problems with asthma and allergies. The claimant is able to walk 1 mile, climb 3 flights of stairs, and play in physical activities at school. Occasionally when she is talking and with seasonal changes, she does have some shortness of breath. There is nobody in the family who smokes and the claimant does not smoke. The claimant has never been in the emergency room or hospitalized or intubated for asthma. She is presently on inhalers, which is Advair HFA 115/21 two puffs b.i.d. which she uses daily. She was diagnosed with allergic asthma. Her oxygen saturation at this office was 98%, which is normal.

3. LEFT FOOT ISSUES: The mother states that since birth, the claimant has had one foot longer than the other. The right foot is longer than the left foot by 0.75 to 0.5 inch. She has to wear supportive shoes for this condition.
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Occasionally, she has symptoms of swelling, warmth, pain and stiffness, and increased pain if she over-walks. Her limitations include being able to walk 1 mile, stand for six hours, climb 3 flights of stairs, and squat and bend over to pick up clothes. She is right-handed dominant and is able to write, use a coffee cup, sweep a room, button her clothes and lift approximately 5 pounds above her head. Because of her age, she is unable to open up a jar top or use a skillet. She has no assistive devices except for special shoes that she wears for her feet. Her physician is Dr. Hidalgo. She is presently on Motrin 400 mg q.i.d. which does give her relief. The claimant does do exercises and likes to play sports.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The mother denies any problems with headaches, dizziness, hearing problems, shakiness, clumsiness, vomiting, loose stools, hard stools, soiling, bedwetting/day wetting, muscle weakness, poor appetite, rashes, or any other problems. She does have problems with her vision.
ACTIVITIES OF DAILY LIVING: The claimant has difficulty in maintaining friends, but has the good ability to be able to make many friends. She enjoys playing basketball and doing other exercises. She also enjoys being with young children. The claimant is not a loner. She enjoys being with other children and the other siblings. Occasionally, she will fight with some of her siblings, but she does not fight with adults or peers. The claimant enjoys doing things with her hands. She likes to play with games and to make things with her hands. She also enjoys looking at electronic tablets and looking up things on her phone. The claimant goes to school every day and then comes back home and tries to do some of her homework. She helps her mother out. She plays with her siblings. She is struggling with her classes at this time.
DEVELOPMENTAL MILESTONES: The claimant was an easy-to-care-for infant from 0 to 18 months of age and was also an easy-to-care-for toddler from 18 to 48 months of age. She sat alone without support at 10 months, crawled at 10 months, walked without support at 24 months, said her first words at 15 months, said her first sentences at 36 months, self-dressed without help at 3.5 years, was bladder trained during the day at 3 years, bladder trained during the night at 6 years, and bowed trained at 3 years. During the first three years of life, the child frequently cried, was afraid of new faces and places, was distractible, but enjoyed being held. She also enjoyed exploring the surrounding environment also during the first three years of life, the child sometimes had extreme mood changes, was unresponsive to discipline, and was predictable in terms of sleep and waking patterns. During the first three years of life, she was not able to walk secondary to one of her legs being rotated inward and one leg being longer than the other. The claimant also is very emotionally attached to a little bear that she has to be with all the time.
BIRTH HISTORY: The claimant was born at 40 weeks full term. She did have delay regarding motor skills, speech and bladder and bowel control. She was delivered at Doctors Hospital at the Renaissance at the Women’s Hospital.
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She was a repeat C-section, but was not delivered by aid of instruments. She was a one-baby birth. The claimant was not blue at birth, jaundiced, and did not need oxygen at the time of birth. She was not placed in an incubator. There was nothing else wrong with the baby at that time. She weighed 7 pounds and 7 ounces and was 18 inches long. The mother and the claimant stayed three days in the hospital and they were both dismissed after that in a stable condition.
PAST HISTORY: The claimant has psoriasis of the skin, especially the neck area, questionable heart condition, anxiety, autistic disorder, attention deficit hyperactive disorder, asthma, history of left hand fracture after falling off the monkey bars, oophorectomy of the left ovary and appendectomy performed in 2020 and also recently problems with ingrown toenails. The claimant was diagnosed with academic and educational problems, autism spectrum disorder, learning disorder with impairment in written expression, reading, and also major depressive disorder. The claimant is average in math computation, but has difficulty in spelling, sentence, comprehension, and word reading.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The father has a good job at this time as a truck driver and he recently received education as a welder. He supports the family of four and appears to be doing fairly well at this time although he just recently started working since he was in prison for year and a half. The mother is a stay-at-home mother and housewife who does care for her children. There is nobody in the family that smokes. No history of alcohol abuse. There is nobody in the family with delirium tremors or seizure disorder. There is no one in the family that uses marijuana, cocaine, crack, heroin, or any IV drug abuse. The father is an American citizen. However, the mother is from Mexico. Communicable diseases: The claimant’s mother denies any history of hepatitis, HIV, or any sexually transmitted diseases. The mother is from Mexico and she is presently 37 years old. She is a housewife. She finished up to the 9th grade. The husband is 46 years old and is a truck driver. He is an American citizen. They were married in 2008 and have a stable relationship at this time. The mother states that the husband’s sister is an alcoholic and does abuse drugs, but she is not in the family unit (that is the aunt of the child). The mother also states that she was physically and improperly touched by family members when she was a child, but has overcome the psychological damage that was caused.
FAMILY HISTORY: There is a positive family history on both sides of diabetes mellitus, cerebrovascular accident, hypertension, substance abuse, anxiety, and learning disabilities as well as acute stress.
MEDICATIONS: Advair HFA 115/21 two puffs b.i.d., fluticasone nasal spray 50 mcg two sprays q.d., montelukast 5 mg p.o. q.d., and escitalopram 5 mg p.o. q.d.
ALLERGIES: The claimant is allergic to KEFLEX and ROCEPHIN.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION

GROWTH CHART: The claimant is at the 7th percentile for her height according to her weight and is at the 93 percentile for her weight according to her age.

HT: 60.25”
WT: 156 lbs.
BMI: 30
TEMP: 98.2°F  BP: 112/69 mmHg
HR: 62 bpm
RR: 14/min. Oxygen Saturation: 98%.
GENERAL: The claimant is a 14-year 8-month-old well-nourished and well-developed female, in no acute distress.

HEENT: Pupils were equal and reactive to light. Oral mucosa was moist and no pharyngeal erythema or edema was noted. The claimant does wear corrective glasses at this time.

SNELLEN VISION: OD: Uncorrected 20/50, pinhole 20/50. OS: Uncorrected 20/50, pinhole 20/50. Binocular uncorrected is 20/50.
NECK: Supple without thyromegaly or mass.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

CARDIAC: Normal S1 and S2 without murmurs, rubs, or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended, nontender. No hepatosplenomegaly noted.
BACK: No palpable deformities or tenderness of the cervical, thoracic, and lumbar spine.

EXTREMITIES: Without clubbing, cyanosis, or edema. 
Measurements were taken from both legs from the hip area, the outer trochanter bone down to the malleolar bone. She was 16.75 inches on the right side and on the left side she was 16.5 inches and appears to be 1/4th of an inch off, which might have been a little bit more.
SKIN: No rashes were noted except for psoriasis on the back part of her neck area, which is being treated with steroid creams. The claimant did also have a status post right big toe nail removed today secondary to an ingrown toenail and had difficulty walking secondary to recent surgery.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Full range of motion of all joints and no evidence of any active inflammation on exam. The claimant had a normal gait and station. She could walk on her heels, but had difficulty walking on the right toe secondary to the recent surgery, but was able to toe walk on the left without any problems. The claimant is also able to squat without any difficulties.
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NEUROLOGIC: Cranial Nerves II through XII were intact. Deep tendon reflexes were +2 in the triceps, biceps, brachioradialis, and patellar. Sensory examination to light touch was normal. Cerebellar function was intact. Muscle strength was 5/5 in all groups tested with no evidence of any muscular wasting. The claimant had a good fine finger control to dexterous movements.
CLINICAL ASSESSMENT: The claimant showed no evidence of any obvious vision or hearing problems except for decrease in visual acuity which has been corrected with glasses. There was no facial dysmorphism or skeletal anomalies. There was no physical evidence indicating side effects of medications.
The claimant’s behavior and attention span was appropriate. She related to and interacts well with the examiner and her caregiver. Her affect was appropriate for the time. The claimant did appear to be somewhat frustrated. She explained to me that sometimes she does not understand the teacher, but is able to understand the teacher’s aide. Her speech, both quantity and quality is spontaneous and appears to be mildly low and imitation age appropriate. She understood all my questions and responded well to the questions that I posed to her. Her receptive, expressive and communicative ability was mildly decreased. The claimant does speak English and Spanish fluently. Her general health shows no evidence of abnormality. The claimant does have a learning disability and has difficulty retaining information. She has difficulty in written expression, in reading, and general mild symptoms of autism. The claimant does not appear to be doing well in school and states that she is disinterested in school at this time.
DIAGNOSES:
1. ATTENTION DEFICIT HYPERACTIVE DISORDER / AUTISTIC DISORDER / ANXIETY / ACUTE STRESS – being treated at this time. The claimant does have a learning disability and has occasional problems in understanding the teacher, but is able to understand the teacher’s aide. She is not interested in learning at this time and states that she prefers playing sports, which may be coming from the frustration that she feels in school.
2. ASTHMA – normal physical exam. Oxygen saturation was 98%.
3. LEFT FOOT ISSUES – secondary to an internal foot rotation at birth and the right foot mildly longer than the left foot. The claimant is able to run and likes to play sports and exercises. She is able to ambulate well and appears not to be affected by this condition at this time.
