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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 60-year-old white male that is followed in the office because of the presence of arterial hypertension. The patient has a history of coronary disease status post stents; one in the left anterior descending and one in the marginal. The patient is followed by cardiology on regular basis. The blood pressure has been under control and continues to take the following medications: Hydralazine 100 mg twice a day, labetalol one tablet of 100 mg twice a day, lisinopril 20 mg daily and Dyazide one tablet every day. Blood pressure is 130/83. The patient states that he has better numbers at home. He is in pain because of the severe degenerative joint disease especially in the right knee. He is going to have a knee replacement on 12/22/2023.

2. The patient is overweight and continues with a BMI of 32.

3. Coronary artery disease that remains stable.

4. The patient has erectile dysfunction. He is taking Cialis 5 mg on daily basis.

5. There is no evidence of alterations in the potassium.

6. The lipid profile is acceptable. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
