1. Meloxicam 7.5 mg one daily.

2. Valacyclovir 500 mg two a day at 3 p.m.

3. Singulair one tablet by mouth every evening.

4. Melatonin 3 mg once at bedtime.

5. Fluticasone propionate 50 mcg per inhalation spray intranasal once daily 30 days.

6. Vitamin D3 1000 units two tablets daily.

7. Fish oil 1 g oral daily.

8. Calcium/magnesium/zinc preparation one tablet a.m.

9. Potassium 99 mg one tablet daily.

10. Acetazolamide 125 mg half a table orally once daily.

11. Alpha lipoic acid 600 mg daily.

12. Vitamin B12 500 mcg daily.

13. Masculine-T supplement p.r.n. before sexual activity.
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
