Thank you for this referral and continued support.

I have been seeing Joanna for last nine years. She has myelodysplastic syndrome. She requires Procrit every two weeks. Recently, her hemoglobin has been 8.5, hematocrit was 25.8, and platelet 204. The patient generally complains of fatigue and weakness. However, she is able to carry on daily chores. Her iron was 149.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 80-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 1 inch tall, weighing 179 pounds, and blood pressure 128/54.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.
Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft and obese.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Anemia chronic secondary to myelodysplastic syndrome.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and continue erythropoietin injections every other week and maintain her hemoglobin between 8 to 10.
