Thank you for this referral.

This 60-year-old female used to smoke half pack a day for almost 45 years and she quit about a year ago. Alcohol only socially. She denies any drug allergies. She sees Dr. Thompson for diabetes and high blood pressure. She is on lisinopril, metformin, Rybelsus, and pravastatin.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: For last six to eight weeks, the patient noticed abdominal pain so she saw her primary care physician. A CT scan was done, which showed renal mass is about 2.5 cm in size so patient is now referred here for evaluation and advised.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes history of right knee surgery in 2022, hysterectomy in 2010 for fibroid, and lap band surgery in 2006. She had two C-sections in 1983 and 1984.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 60-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 5 inches tall, weighing 190 pounds, and blood pressure 120/78.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

Relevant lab showed her CBC to be unremarkable. Her hemoglobin A1c was 5.6 recent one and her creatinine was 0.97, which is slightly above the normal limit but she claims she may not have had enough to drink the day before.

DIAGNOSIS: Renal cell carcinoma most likely localized.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I advised her to see urologist as soon as possible. I gave her the name of ones that specialize in cancer surgery that the urologist who could offer her minimally invasive surgery with good outcome.

If necessary, I will make appointment for her once she makes a decision.
