HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Green is a 54-year-old gentleman who comes in today with pain over his left side of his chest. He states he took a fall yesterday. He is very emotional. His girlfriend of many years left him for another woman. He has a tendency to be weepy a little bit today. He suffers from COPD and DJD. He has had significant weight loss. He has possible history of prostate cancer. At one time, he was told he needs further workup, but he refused to get further workup. Apparently, he has a high PSA and never had biopsy and continues to have issues with weight loss and bone pain which could be metastasis from his prostate cancer.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left leg surgery.
MEDICATIONS: See the medication list created today.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does smoke. He quit smoking for sometime, but he went back to smoking because of his girlfriend left. He drinks from time-to-time, but not on regular basis. He is single. No children. He used to teach school for alternative children. He is originally from Beaumont, Texas.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother is alive with diabetes. Father passed away with MVA years ago.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Today, he is awake. He is alert. He complains of left-sided muscle pain. It definitely is worse with the movement of the arms.
VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 159 pounds with significant weight loss as I mentioned. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.7. Respirations 16. Pulse 73. Blood pressure 132/70.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion. TMs are slightly red.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. As far as the chest wall pain is concerned, we got a chest x-ray. Chest x-ray shows COPD, possible sclerosing lesions, must rule out prostate cancer and minor rib fracture left side noted; it looks to be at anterior rib #7.

2. Toradol 60 mg now.

3. Relafen DS.

4. Continue with current medication.

5. COPD.

6. I urged him not to start smoking again.

7. Weight loss significant.

8. Must get followup regarding his PSA and workup of his prostate cancer. This was discussed with him as well.
9. He is also scheduled to go back and get blood work, but he is not interested to do any blood work; he does not like needles.

10. COPD.

11. DJD.

12. Neuropathy.

13. He is using a walker to get around.
14. He would like another prescription for Viagra whenever he has a new girlfriend or if she comes back.

The patient was also given samples of Relafen DS to help with his rib pain at the time of discharge.
