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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in October 2020 in Roseville, California.  The patient was riding his electric scooter to commute.  The patient was riding the scooter at about 20 miles per hour.  The patient tells me an animal jumped out in front of him, and he was ejected from the scooter.  He tells that his head hit the ground.  He was wearing a helmet, but however the helmet popped off with the initial head impact.  The patient tells me that he was completely out of consciousness on the ground.  He was out of consciousness for about five minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had a severe head pain.  The patient went to the emergency room.  The patient was evaluated in the emergency room.  There was no surgery done.  The patient tells me that they did do head scan at that time.

Since the event, the patient has significant headache almost every day.  He feels dizziness, fatigue, anxiety, and depressed.  The patient has sound sensitivity.  The patient has irritability, difficulty focusing, and sleep disturbance.

The patient is currently working as a power technician for an electric company.  The patient tells me that his previous job he got fired off, because he was not able to focus and concentrate at work due to the headache and dizziness.  The patient tells me that he also has significant headache and light sensitivity and sound sensitivity at work which is affecting his performance.  The patient tells me that with his current job, he also continues to have significant focus difficulty and concentration difficulties.  The patient also feels very fatigue at work.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In October 2020, Roseville California, the patient was riding an electric scooter at about 20 miles per hour and then suddenly animal jumped in front of him, he was ejected from the scooter and hit the head.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe headache.  Since the event, the patient has significant headache, dizziness, fatigue, concentration difficulty, sleep difficulty, and sound sensitivity.  It is my opinion that he sustained traumatic brain injury, with complete loss of consciousness after he head impact, and now he has significant headache, dizziness, difficulty concentrating, sound sensitivity and sleep disturbances which were all very common signs and symptoms for traumatic injury.
