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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury. The patient tells me that in 1988, the patient was in Fort Lewis in Washington State.  The patient was in the boxing team.  The patient tells me that it was doing a training exercise, he was knocked in the head.  He was knocked out completely.  He was hit in the head very hard, and he fell to the ground.  He was completely out of consciousness.  He thinks he was out of consciousness for about 15 seconds.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient felt dizzy.  The patient has a severe head pain.  The patient tells me that he had head pain for the rest of the day.  He does not remember what happened much for the rest of the day.

The patient currently has lot of headaches almost every day.  The patient has dizziness.  The patient has light sensitivity.  The patient has memory deficits.  The patient has had short-term memory deficits.  The patient’s vision with blurredness.  The patient has ringing in the ears.
The patient is currently working as a security guard for Keiser Medical Center.  He tells me that his headaches are affecting the way he is doing his job.  His headaches are affecting his performance.  The light sensitivity and dizziness also affecting his work performance.  He also has significant memory deficits.  He is not able to remember his past duties.  His vision blurredness also affecting the way he does his job.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 1988, the patient was in Washington State, the patient was in the boxing team.  He was hit in the head, and then he was knocked out of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness lying in the ground for about 15 seconds.  When he woke up, the patient has headache, confusion, disorientation, and dizziness. He is still currently having significant headache symptoms.  He has severe headache almost every day basis.  The patient has been taking Tylenol for headaches.  The patient also has significant dizziness almost every day.  He has light sensitivity.  He also has short-term memory problems.  He has cognitive decline.  MoCA Examination today shows that he has score of 22/30.  It is my opinion that he has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The headache, dizziness, light sensitivity, memory problem, cognitive deficit are common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
