CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after automobile accident with multiple injuries.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his right hand wound is healing well and he has somewhat same pain in the right thumb especially flexion and he is not able to hold objects with his right hand. The patient also has pain in the low back radiating to buttocks and it is painful upon sitting for more than 5 to 10 minutes especially sitting on the chair or sofa and the pain level sometimes is up to 6 on the scale of 0-10.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied fever, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, stomach upset, nausea, or vomiting.
The patient is able to do few more activities at home like house chores and the patient has difficulty to sitting in the car due to pain in the low back and right hand.

OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Within normal limits.

LUNGS: Within normal limits.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or tremors.

Right hand wound has healed significantly and he continues to have tenderness of the right thumb especially flexion or holding any objects. The patient also has tenderness of both the buttocks and the low back and range of movement is limited. The patient is encouraged to continue stretching exercises and take the medications as prescribed.
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
