CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after automobile accident with multiple injuries.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his right thumb pain is less; however, it is worse upon holding or getting the objects.
The patient also has almost similar pain in the coccyx and sitting more than 10 minutes is painful. The patient is getting used to using donut seat.

Low back pain is less and it is worse upon bending or taking any objects more than five pounds. The patient is encouraged to continue physical therapy and stretching exercises.

OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Unremarkable.

LUNGS: Unremarkable.

Right hand examination reveals tenderness of the right thumb and wound has completely healed and the patient has pain upon hand shake.

Low back examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues of the lumbar spine and also coccyx and the discomfort is same upon sitting more than 12 to 15 minutes.

The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
