CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after automobile accident and multiple injuries.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has less pain in the thumb, but it is aggravated upon minimal exertion especially hand shake or carrying any objects minimal two pounds.
Low back pain is less however the pain in the tailbone is still significant due to which he could not sit more than 15 minutes.

The patient stated that his neck pain has reduced and he is able to do more activities of daily living; however, the patient is after change his position several times a day and he is not able to do any work.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, sore throat, cough, chest pain, or shortness of breath.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Unremarkable.

LUNGS: Unremarkable.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, and right thumb examination reveals same tenderness of the thumb especially upon flexion and handgrip is painful.

Low back examination especially there is a tenderness of the coccyx and sitting more than 15 minutes is painful and has to change his position; however, the patient is able to ambulate without any difficulty.
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
