CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after automobile accident and the patient has pain on the activities of daily living especially carrying any box or grocery bag and also less pain in the tailbone and he is able to sit for about half an hour and pain level is 5 and there is no radiation of pain to the lower extremities.
The patient is able to do more activities of daily living at home where he is not able to bend to pick up boxes from the floor.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, or vomiting.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

Right thumb examination reveals tenderness of the flexor tendon and the wound has healed completely. Range of movement of the fingers is unremarkable. 
Examination of the coccyx reveals tenderness upon palpation and lumbar flexion is not painful.
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
