History: Ms. Casey is a 91-year-old white female who has history of hyperlipidemia. She has had history of TIA in the past and, about three weeks ago, she had another episode of TIA, she went to St. Joseph emergency room where she was seen, a CAT scan of the head was done that was negative. The patient is on a full dose of aspirin and she is taking that without any problem. She does use reflux medicine as pantoprazole and tolerating it well. I have advised her proper hydration, to reduce her intake of red meat and continue with aspirin. The patient’s TIA came in as the son stated he was at home with her and she started having some slurred speech. It lasted for few minutes, but sort of cleared up by the time she went to the emergency room at St. Joseph and, because of the history, they did testing, but just suggested continuing 325 mg of aspirin and the statins. The patient is awake, alert and oriented today. She is not even using an assistive device for ambulation. Rest of the physical is normal as in the chart. She is going to be seen in the office in a month.
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
