The patient is with cough for one week and sinus congestion for two weeks.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, high lipid disease, and pulmonary fibrosis followed by pulmonologist with an O2 saturation of 88% on a recent exercise tolerance test.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in no acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Normal breath sounds. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had normal testing with O2 saturation in the office 96% on O2.
PLAN: Because of history of pulmonary fibrosis with respiratory infection, the patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone injection, Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak and to continue over-the-counter Robitussin. Follow up with pulmonary and PCP as needed and for routine care.
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
