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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 1986, the patient was in a Montana Air Force Base, in Great Falls Montana.  It was in Air Force Base.  The patient tells me that he was working.  Suddenly, there was a gas pipe explosion at the base.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness.  He was comatose for three weeks.  He does not remember for three weeks because he was comatose.  When he woke up, the patient has had severe headache, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient tells me that there was no brain surgery.
The patient also tells me that he was in another traumatic brain injury, during a motor cycle accident in June 1981.  The patient tells me that he was not wearing a helmet at that time.  The patient also tells me that he was in the second motorcycle accident collision, where he was wearing a helmet that was in September 1982.  The patient tells me that both times he was hospitalized at Methodist Hospital.
The patient tells me since the event, the patient has significant difficulty with headaches.  The patient tells me that he has sleep problems.  He tells me that when he wakes up, he feels like he is still dreaming. He tells me that he was in dream state when he wakes up.  The patient also has significant ear symptoms and has anger issues.  He has depression.  The patient tells me that there is constant tinnitus in the ears.  He hears constant hissing sound in the ears.  He also has ringing in the ears bilaterally.

The patient is currently retired.  He is not working.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 1986, the patient was in Air Force Base, at Great Falls Montana.  There was a gas pipe explosion at the Base.  The patient was immediately knocked out of consciousness.  He tells me that he was in a coma for three weeks.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient tells me that there was no brain surgery.  Since the event, the patient has significant ringing in the ears, tinnitus in the ears, headaches, constant hissing in the ears, feeling depressed and anger.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury from the gas explosion with coma for three weeks.
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
