CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: An 86-year-old female with history of bronchiectasis and hypertension is seen for initial evaluation.
HPI: She complained of one-week history of productive cough with yellow sputum. She notes, however, that this is chronic. She has had no shortness of breath or chest pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Bronchiectasis.

2. Chronic kidney disease.

3. Hypertension.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

5. Hole in her heart?

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Colonoscopy.

2. Hysterectomy.

3. Cholecystectomy.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Benicar 40 mg one p.o daily.

2. Lipitor 10 mg one daily.

3. Cardizem CD 120 mg one b.i.d.

4. Synthroid 50 mcg one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: She is the sole surviving sibling of five. She is the youngest of five children. Her daughter has lupus. Family history is otherwise unremarkable.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 136/75, pulse 76, respiratory rate 18, height 62.5” and weight 159 pounds.
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HEENT: Head is atraumatic and normocephalic. Pupils equal, round and reactive to light and accommodation. Sclerae are clear. Extraocular muscles are intact.

Cardiovascular: Regular rate and rhythm with normal S1 and S2. There is a grade 2/6 systolic murmur in the aortic region.

The examination otherwise is unremarkable. She does have a cholecystectomy scar.
DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 71 beats per minute. There is a T-wave abnormality in the high lateral lead. ECG is otherwise unremarkable.

The patient was referred for an echocardiogram. The echocardiogram was dated 11/29/2023. Left ventricular systolic function is normal. No regional wall motion abnormality noted. There is moderate aortic stenosis with a mean pressure gradient of 20 mmHg. There is moderate pulmonary hypertension.

INTERVAL HISTORY: She returns to the office for a followup on 11/29/2023. She reports occasional palpitations. She otherwise is doing well.

IMPRESSION:

1. Palpitations.

2. Aortic stenosis – moderate.

3. Moderate pulmonary hypertension.

4. Moderate systemic hypertension.

PLAN: Zio Patch. Continue current medications. No changes in medications at this time.
