CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today after episode of altered mental status and ER visit.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his father stating that he had altered mental status while he was in a party five days ago. The patient was not responding well during that period of time and father took him to the emergency room. In ER the patient had extensive workup done including CT scan of the brain and he was then released home. The patient has brain tumor and he has been seen by neurosurgical service at UIC. Father stated that now he is recovering well. At this time, the patient is able to do daily chores without any problem. Father stated that during that episode he denied any seizure or focal weakness or generalized condition.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Significant for brain tumor and has been seen by neurosurgery at UIC.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on amlodipine 5 mg half tablet if the systolic blood pressure is more than 150/90.

The patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and he is on vitamin D3 2000 units once a day.

The patient has a history of brain tumor and he is on chorionic gonadotropin injection three times a week.

The patient also had hypothyroidism and he is on levothyroxine 125 mcg once a day.

The patient is also on hydrocortisone 10 mg once a day as per the specialist.

The patient is also on omega 3 fatty acid 1000 mg two tablets twice a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his father and is single. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. Otherwise, the patient is fairly active at home.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals chronic scar of the rest of the scalp.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
PSYCHOLOGICAL: The patient appears stable and has normal affect.

The patient follows all the commands and his memory is intact.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his father and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
