HEENT: PERLA. EOMI. Tympanic membranes are pearly gray. No erythema. Oral mucosa is pink and moist.

NECK: Supple. No stiffness and no adenopathy.

HEART: S1 and S2 audible with regular rate and rhythm. No murmur noted.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally. No wheezes, no crackles, and no orthopnea.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds x4 active. No tenderness and no palpable masses.

EXTREMITIES: Child moves all extremities voluntarily with no joint stiffness noted.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No lesions, no abrasion, or rash noted.

NEUROLOGIC: Child makes good eye contact. No deficits evident. Reflexes equal in all extremities. No deficits noted.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Status post allergy.
2. Emergency room followup.
3. Viral syndrome.
