HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old little boy. Mother brings him in. He had fever yesterday. He is doing fine today. He also developed a rash, hive-type reaction. Mother does not believe it is pruritic, he does not wind up itching his rash which is on his legs and various blotches.

He was at daycare yesterday, he had 103 fever and was sent home.

No other issues. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He is eating normally. He plays well when he does not have the fever. When the fever goes up, he tends to be clingy toward mother.

Once again, no other issues verbalized. Mother tells me he is much better this morning. He is back to his old self.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He did have corrective heart surgery.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is a delightful little boy, cooperates through the exam. He is not excessively irritable.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 120, but it calms down in the room for me. Respirations 24. Temperature 98. Oxygenation 99%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Very mild erythema. There is no strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

We did examine that rash on his leg and it is classic urticaria rash, a few hives on there, raised bumps, but yet not pruritic.
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LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test and a strep test, they were both negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Viral syndrome and urticaria. Advised the mother to get to Children’s Benadryl 1 mL q.i.d. and any Tylenol or Motrin for the fever.

2. He is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest. Mother is going to monitor his symptoms and return back to clinic or call me if needed.
