HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 16-year-old male patient here today for suture removal. He was here one week ago. He sustained a laceration from a fall when he was outside actually at school. We had applied sutures and this is his followup. He is doing well, still mild erythema around the laceration site. It is well approximated, closing well. Sutures were removed today, but we will give him another few days of antibiotics because of the erythema.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He was on Keflex.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/81. Pulse 64. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 97%. Current weight 171 pounds.

HEENT: Unremarkable.
NECK: Soft. 

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
EXTREMITIES: Focusing our attention on the laceration on his left lower extremity, it is approximately 1¼” in length, well approximated, closing well.
PLAN: Sutures were removed today. The patient tolerated the procedure well. Another few days of antibiotics of Keflex 500 mg three times a day has been ordered for him to thwart out any infection. Once again, the reason for this is the erythema noted at the peri-laceration site. Other than that, the patient is doing good, he can now return to normal play.
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
