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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 79-year-old Hispanic female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. The patient continues with a serum creatinine that is 1 and a BUN that is 26 and the estimated GFR is 35 mL/min. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is reported at 275 mg/g of creatinine. In the urinalysis, there is not too much activity in the urinary sediment. Taking into consideration that the patient is diabetic that has proteinuria, we are going to start the patient on Farxiga 10 mg every day. The side effects of Farxiga were explained to the patient as well as to the caregiver that is the daughter.

2. Diabetes mellitus that has been elevated. Hemoglobin A1c is 8.2. This patient is going to benefit from the Farxiga and she will continue taking the Lantus and the NovoLog as recommended.

3. Hypertension that is under control. This hypertension is going to be benefitted with the administration of Farxiga.

4. Hyperuricemia that we are going to reassess.

5. The patient is no longer anemic. She has a hemoglobin of 12.9. We are going to continue monitoring the iron stores. She is recommended to change the iron p.o. to every other day.

6. The patient is status post stroke. She is wheelchair confined.

7. Hyperlipidemia that has not been treated lately with the atorvastatin. The patient’s prescription for atorvastatin was called to the Central Florida Pharmacy.

We spent 10 minutes reviewing the laboratory, 20 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
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
