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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 81-year-old African American female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of acute kidney injury post right knee replacement. The patient became anemic and lately this patient has shown some improvement in the serum creatinine down to 1.7, the BUN is 33 and unfortunately, we do not have the protein-to-creatinine ratio; however, the protein in the dipstick is negative.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus that was out of control. The patient continues to use Toujeo. Unfortunately, I do not have a hemoglobin A1c because this laboratory workup was done yesterday in a satellite lab and it takes 48 hours to get the complete results. We will be looking for those results in order to make adjustments.

3. The patient continues to take the iron. The hemoglobin is up to 10.2. She is advised to continue to do so.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. The patient has some weakness on the left side and has she has fallen three times because she states that she does not feel the left side well. She went to the emergency room. They did CT scan of the head, it was reported negative; an appointment with the neurologist is coming up. The patient is alert and oriented. I do not notice the neurological deficits. We are going to reevaluate this case in three months with laboratory workup and we are looking after the urine results and the hemoglobin A1c.
