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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 80-year-old Hispanic female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of proteinuria less than a gram in 24 hours with adequate kidney function; the estimated GFR is 50, the serum creatinine is 1.1 and the BUN is 25. During the last visit, the patient was switched to the administration of benazepril and amlodipine 10/40 mg one tablet per day and we stopped the use of the plain amlodipine in combination with losartan and lisinopril. The blood pressure has been much better. Today, it was 134/69. The patient has noticed the improvement. Regarding the proteinuria, the patient is taking Farxiga 10 mg every day. We are going to monitor this proteinuria closely expecting that the levels will decrease and the kidney function remains stable.

2. Hyperlipidemia that is under control with the administration of atorvastatin.

3. Diabetes mellitus that continues to be under control.

4. Vitamin D deficiency that is treated with 5000 units of vitamin D3. We are going to review this case in six months with laboratory workup.
