HISTORY: This is a 6-year-old child here for a followup. He is accompanied by mother who states that the child was seen in the local emergency room, diagnosed with strep pharyngitis, influenza, and reactive airways disease and was recommended by the provider to have an injection of Rocephin. The patient is here for followup for that injection. Mother states child is doing okay. She states the child is eating and drinking okay. Denies vomiting. Denies diarrhea. Denies change in activities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure is 100/68.

Pulse is 111.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.7.

HEENT: Ears: Normal. Throat: Mildly injected. No exudate. Uvula is midline and mobile.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs. No lymph nodes palpable or tender.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. The patient is mildly tachycardic.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Strep pharyngitis (doing better).
2. Influenza (doing better).
3. Fever (today, the patient is afebrile).
4. Reactive airways disease (improved).
5. Emergency room followup.
PLAN: Today, in the clinic, the patient received the following: Rocephin 250 mg. He was observed for approximately 15 minutes after, reevaluated and mother reported no signs of reaction to the medication. She is comfortable being discharged. Strongly encouraged to continue medication she received from the ER, to come back if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
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
