Ms. Stacy Davis has a history of diabetes type II, neuropathy, hypercholesterolemia, hypothyroidism, and vitamin D deficiency. She is here for followup for these conditions medication refills. She states since her last visit, she has had no need to seek medical, psychological, surgical, or emergency care and she stated today she has cough. She stated the cough has been lingering for a long time and indicated that she routinely is exposed to fumes and thinks that that fume is responsible for her cough.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 96% at room air.

Blood pressure is 130/89.

Pulse is 102.

Respirations are 16.

Temperature is 97.9.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. There is what sounds like friction rub in the right lower lobe. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Diabetes type II.
2. Neuropathy.
3. Hypercholesterolemia.
4. Hypothyroidism.
5. Vitamin D deficiency.
6. Cough.
PLAN: Today, we did a chest x-ray to assess the patient’s cough. Chest x-ray was interpreted by the radiologist who states no acute cardiopulmonary processes. This patient is on medication for hypertension. Ultrasounds were done to assess her organ systems. Studies were remarkable; studies of her liver and kidneys. The patient had hysterectomy.

Labs were drawn. Labs include CBC, CMP, lipid profile, A1c, thyroid, TSH, T3, T4, and vitamin D. The patient was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
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
