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ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: 
INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: History of peptic ulcer disease, H. pylori, abdominal pain, and weight loss.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service with Monitored Anesthesia Care. A well-lubricated Olympus video gastroscope was introduced into the esophagus and advanced under direct vision to the second portion of the duodenum. Careful examination was made of the duodenal bulb, and second portion of duodenum, stomach, GE junction, and esophagus. A retroflex view was obtained of the cardia. Air was suctioned from the stomach before withdrawal of the scope. The patient tolerated the procedure well without any complications.
FINDINGS:

1. Unremarkable proximal and mid esophagus.

2. There was approximately 2 cm hiatal hernia with Schatzki's ring above it.

3. The Z-line was regular at 35 cm from the bite block.
4. There was patchy gastric erythema noted. Biopsies were obtained in the antrum and body for histology.
5. There was no evidence of any ulcers on this exam; these appear to have healed from the previous endoscopy.

6. There was an approximately 1 cm duodenal bulb nodule that appeared submucosal. Biopsies bite-on-bite were attempted. However, there was unroofing of the mucosa with a clear gelatinous cystic component noted under.
PLAN:
1. Follow up biopsy pathology.

2. I would recommend continuation of PPI daily.
3. We will evaluate if H. pylori has been eradicated. The patient notes that she only completed 10 days of the 14 days of the regimen.
4. We will likely refer to CARE based on biopsies of the duodenal bulb nodule for further evaluation.

5. We will recommend CT chest, abdomen and pelvis given continued weight loss. The patient notes that despite H. pylori treatment and resolution of the ulcers, she has still lost a significant amount of weight.

6. Follow up in the office as previously scheduled.
