Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Tasti comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of difficulties walking. He states that he worked in the industrial production of paint area and had to stop approximately 10 years ago when he had trouble walking. He states that he has difficulties with his knees and had to have knees surgery. He states that his eyes feel dry and scratchy. He uses ointment in both eyes twice a day. Generally, he sees his eye doctor once a year.  He denies eye trauma and surgery.

On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of plano –0.50 x 085 on the right and +0.25 sphere on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.25 measures 20/20 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 20 on the right and 18 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows a moderately decreased tear lake with mild chemosis to the conjunctiva. The lenses are clear. The anterior chambers are deep and quiet. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.2 on both sides. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids show mild crusting to the lashes.

Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type field with a kinetic III4e stimulus shows 93 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 136 degrees of horizontal field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Presbyopia.
2. Blepharitis.

Mr. Tasti has excellent visual acuity and normal visual fields. Based upon these findings, he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. He can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. The blepharitis should not impact his ability to function in the workplace. His prognosis is good.
