History: Mr. Bynum was seen today. Mr. Bynum is on Adderall XR and he is still not doing well. So, we added Adderall plain 5 mg at 3 p.m. and he still feels he needs a higher dose. So, we increased it to 10 mg. The patient ran out of his 5 mg Adderall soon. So, today, I gave him a prescription of Adderall 5 mg to take two tablets a day of this low dose. Earlier, last week when he was seen in the office, an appointment was made for the patient to see Dr. Zachariah. I told him that he was concerned about possible learning disability or whatever. I told him that it is time that he see and seek mental help for his ADD because I would not know how to test him for his learning disability. The patient understands that. He had an appointment apparently to see Dr. Zachariah today, but the office called and canceled because he was double-booked. So, the patient was not seen by the mental health help. The patient was given appointment to see a mental health professional on 12/20/23. The patient will keep up the appointment. I told the patient that if he has any problems with his prescriptions for Adderall plain 5 mg, take two tablets at 3 p.m. and then he can call us. He understands plan of treatment and the patient now will see Dr. Zachariah on 12/20/23.
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
