History: Ms. Sharla Trulove was seen today. The patient had seen Dr. Daniel Dawson in 09/2023 and had a pelvic and Pap and was normal, however, she was having some abdominal pain and she ended up going to the emergency room where a complete abdominal ultrasound was ordered and the ultrasound showed possibility of endometrial thickness increased slightly. I had faxed those results to Dr. Daniel Dawson. They contacted the patient and Ms. Sharla Trulove tells me that Dr. Dawson talked to her and told her not to worry because he had just done the exam recently, but should she have any problem with bleeding or anything else that she can go ahead and see him. So, as far as that is concerned, we are not making any further decisions. The patient’s spironolactone was refilled today. The patient has hard time losing weight. The patient is on multiple medicines. So, I do not even feel like giving her any medicine and she did not do good on Ozempic because she started developing abdominal pain. Currently, she is not even a candidate for phentermine. The patient states she and a girlfriend of hers are going to a cruise for five days from Galveston and she is looking forward to her good times. The patient’s BuSpar by itself is changed to Auvelity, which is dextromethorphan 45/105 mg and bupropion extended release. So, this combination is called Auvelity, which is 45/105 mg, which so far she states Dr. Dave has started it and she is doing well. She is going to be seen in the office in a month as she is planning to go on a five-day cruise from Galveston.
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
