HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-month-old little girl. Mother brings her in due to having discharge from bilateral eyes. They were matted shut this morning as well. No other symptoms. A bit of a discharge off color at the inner canthus of each as well. No other issues verbalized. Baby takes foods and fluids well. No inconsolable crying. No fever. Normal wet diapers and normal bowel movements.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. The patient seems alert. She maintains good eye contact. No symptoms of distress until I attempt to approach her. She is very aware of strangers and she starts to cry when that happens and of course mother picks her up and she is easily consoled.
VITAL SIGNS: Respirations 24. Temperature 97. Oxygenation 98% on room air. Current weight 18 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Conjunctiva with bright erythema. Discharge at the inner canthus bilaterally of each eye. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute bacterial conjunctivitis. The patient will receive tobramycin ophthalmic one drop to each eye every four hours for the next two to three days until clear #1 bottle.
2. Plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, mother is going to monitor symptoms. I have encouraged good handwashing and she will call or return to clinic if not improving.
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
