PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 102/66. Pulse 97. Respirations 20. Temperature 98.6. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 58 pounds.
